Summary of Article 1: Children’s Rights are Human Rights

Summary of Article 2: Body Image and Eating Disorders

The “World Wide Charter for Action on Eating Disorders” was created by the Academy of  Eating Disorders to help out countries who aren’t as developed and do not have the knowledge or the supplies to deal with patients that have eating disorders.
Summary of Article 3: Abortion

Abortion is known as terminating a human pregnancy.  The practise of this act was first recognized as agents or drugs that helped the process of abortion. For many years, different religions have had different point of views towards abortion in the western side. In the nineteenth century, Europe and the United States passed a law forbidding abortion. Then, by the twentieth century, the abortion became illegal nationwide, but this law did not stop this act from happening. As a result, by the twenty-first century, abortion was legal in two-thirds of the countries in the world and the rules for abortion were different in every country. People, in the Western societies, had different opinions about abortion and that is what led to the disputation about that topic. Tracing back into history, most of the religions have had a somewhat implication about their opinions on abortion. Due to the technical advancements in science and medicine, the laws for abortion have been change in the twenty-first century. The pill Mifepristone, or also known as “the morning after pill”, has agitated the topic of medical abortion.  In 2009, China was revealed as the number one country with the highest number of abortions in the world.  In the United States, Barack Obama signed an executive order that stated the government or the health care plan would help out in the payments of any abortion that is to happen. A new pill was approved by the U.S. Food and Drugs Association, and this pill is a type of contraception to pregnancies on August, 2010. In 2010, Ireland was accused of not having a restricted law about abortion and it was concluded that a law that made abortion legal under specific circumstances would be recommended, by the Legislators. Republican lawmaker Chris Smith had passed a new bill, in the United States, and this new bill altered the “The No Taxpayer for Abortion Act.” This allowed pregnancies caused by rape and incest to get the option of abortion.  Many States in the U.S. have created laws that prevented people who were pregnant, to get abortions. Another states, such as Texas, passed a law stating that the woman that was pregnant had to get a sonogram done, but was ruled out by the supreme court because it was an offence to the freedom of speech to citizens. Due to the anti-abortion group in Mexico, abortion is illegal in many states in Mexico.  Due to a new strategy that was created by the anti-abortion activists, in the U.S., have personhood initiatives, and amendments were created in 2011. Siri that is a voice activated “assistant” that is found in iPhones, is accused of giving out unnecessary information about abortion. The Food and Drug Association was over-ruled by the Obama administration and was shunned down with the idea of making the Plan B of the “morning after pill” available for people under ages seventeen.  It is said that nowadays the number of abortions have increased significantly and some of them are not done by professional doctor leaving the mother under risk of not surviving.  Abortion performed by unprofessional  doctors are the leading cause of maternal death worldwide.
